TESTING SECURITY AGREEMENT 

The WTU has received several calls regarding signing the testing security agreement and have resolved this issue with DCPS. Teachers may choose to sign the agreement or not sign the agreement. If you choose to sign the agreement, or have already signed the agreement, your signature will only mean that you have received the testing security information.
